Necron Obelisk

Ordo Xenos forces have only recently begun to understand the purpose of the necron obelisk.  It was originally thought to be the equivalent of a battle tank providing suppressive fire to the necron forces as the slowly advanced.  It was not until the Battle of Dienes II that its true purpose became clear.

In that battle, the beleaguered defenses had help out against repeated attacks from the necron forces which had arisen from the sands.  Large cannon batteries had targeted the Abattoir, but its seemed to be unstoppable.  However, defenders cheered as it appeared that obelisks were randomly malfunctioning, as even those not under fire were periodically exploding and sinking to the ground.  It was only through pure chance, that a techpriest, trying to calibrate what he thought was a waveform weapon destroying the obelisks, detect that the energy being directed into the abattoir, and in fact many of the monoliths was being redirected to the obelisks

The techpriest realized the importance of his discovery and quickly commandeered the Lord Commander’s private shuttlecraft (through force) to deliver this news to his masters.  He is the only known survivor from Dienes II.

SPECIAL RULES

Monolith:  An Obelisk uses the following rules from the Monolith entry in Codex Necrons:  Living Metal, and Ponderous.

Ablative Armor:  In the event that an Abattoir or monolith takes a penetrating or glancing hit.  Prior to rolling on the damage tables.  That hit may be allocated to any obelisk within 24 inches of the targeted unit.  You may continue to pass the hit to any other obelisk within 24 inches of that obelisk and so on until the Necron player settles on a target.  The damage is then rolled as if the hit had originally been on the resultant obelisk.
